Uniform Reminders

Boys 

• Blazer and year group tie

• Pale blue shirt (Years 7 - 10)

• White shirt (Year 11)

• Plain black trousers (not jeans)

• Black/grey socks

• Navy V-neck pullover with school crest 
(Optional to be worn under the blazer)

• Plain black shoes (No trainers or canvas shoes)

Girls 

• Blazer and year group tie

• Pale blue shirt - Revere collar is not allowed (Years 7 - 10)

• White shirt - Revere collar is not allowed (Year 11)

• Black tailored trousers (not skinny trousers or leggings, straight 
leg only), or Black knee length pleated skirt.

• Black or white socks or black tights

• Plain black flat walking shoes – Max. heel height 4cms. Max Sole 
2cms

• Navy V-neck pullover with school crest 
(Optional to be worn under the blazer)

• Muslim girls may wear a navy-blue hijab and a navy blue kameez, 
abaya or maxi skirt with black trousers. Students are expected to 
wear a tie and blazer with their kameez, abaya or maxi.
