¶ Plain black shoes (No trainers or canvas shoes)

Girls 

¶ Blazer and year group tie

¶ Pale blue shirt - Revere collar is not allowed (Years 7 - 10)

¶ White shirt - Revere collar is not allowed (Year 11)

¶ Black tailored trousers (not skinny trousers or leggings, straight 
leg only), or Black knee length pleated skirt.
